MAP 1. Through kissing gate left corner recreation grhuover style directly ahead,
keep hedge on left hand side to gate. Head on a'cl@ck bearing over style in the
hedge, same bearing to another style, turn rightrimhe path (Green Lane).

Follow bridle path to the end, at T junctwith tarmac lane turn right. At crossroads
turn left heading towards Wickwar. Beware of traffi

Follow lane, over railway bridge take roadhe left. Just before another railway bridge
go over style on right hand side. Follow railwayelion left across 2 fields to style ahead
beside copse, over style and immediately left albalgl boundary to new gate. Go
through this gate and through adjoining (side bigkgate/entrance (the gate to adjoining
field is missing) into field with small copse inetimiddle.

Head around the right hand side of the cqpsén tunnel air vent). Continue on the
same bearing to corner of hedge coming into filchiing a V), take the left side of the
V, follow hedge to new gate beside another air vémllow footpath to Wickwar
recreation ground. Go into the recreation groumd keft to corner.

Take the style beside the recreation grdteid tunnel air vent, across field to another
style. Continue straight ahead following hedgeightr take the kissing gate to the right,
leading to road (Note: not the style directly alje&&ware of traffic as you cross road.

Follow footpath sign, passing through famal ghrough two 5 bar gates, to field with a
gravel track, (ignore track) follow hedge to thghti go through style approx 200m.
Follow path to the left as it goes clockwise aroymmhd, to another kissing gate.
Through kissing gate sharp left (almost 360 degrdewn hill to field. Head 2 o’clock
up to another kissing gate in middle of hedge. drtrfield, head to style in right hand
corner of field, follow hedge (on left side) to thraiin road. Beware of traffic.

Main road turn right 250 yards, take footpai other side of the road through avenue of
trees/bushes to end. At a gravel/dirt lane turhtrigr 250 yards to junction turn left,
follow tarmac lane to church. Go around left hamte ©f church follow path down to
main road. Turn right cross over road at the zebwasing continue through traffic lights
to Wickwar High Street. Follow high street to th@er side of village (you may need to
cross the road to walk on pavement). On the \allagtskirts, just after roundabout take
lane to the left called Poplar Lane, this lane dd®me made sign with direction arrow
to castle farm, and is beside a house called RagrhBlo 83.

Follow this lane to the bottom passing casttenfan the way, the lane goes from tarmac
to gravel track, about 30 feet before track goés @nfield take the path (maybe a little
overgrown at the beginning) on the left which gdesvn to the river [this path can be
stony/slippery] (a few feet from the bridge patlatseto the left). Go over the pack horse
bridge (the locals call it the Roman bridge) tweft and through the gate.

MAP 2. Turn right and climb the hill, initially keepindase to the hedge on right hand
side,as you gain height move further away from the hedgeGo through 5 bar gate,
head towards electricity pole in the middle of tieéd, keep walking on the same bearing
to almost the corner of field, cross over into et field, keep walking maintaining the
same direction to the corner of the field by theod® (a farm track runs along the
boundary of the last field before the woods). &mte to the wood is via a kissing gate
in the corner of the field.

Through the kissing gate, turn right alongphéh. Keep to this track for 340 yards until
a wide clearing /corridor (this corridor variesragats length from 20-40yards wide) turn
left and follow this wide corridor to the car paakthe end. Leave the car park by the
well made gravel track to the left, follow trackrmad, (beware of traffic).

Turn right on to the tarmac road, follow roamoss heath land to Orange End cross
cattle grid up hill, take next road to the leftllBw this road to Hillesley, turn left at road
junction, on the bend just after “The Fleece” palblouse, turn right and follow lane past
primary school and Methodist hall. At the bottontloé hill the walk joins the Cotswold
way, you will follow the Cotswold Way until The Dog publc house at Old Sodbury

Follow the lane passing Killcott Mill along they. Take the track indicated by Cotswold
Way sign pointing to a steep track with high sidéfsto the right. Take the left fork
when the track splits, at the top of the track haeotCotswold way marker indicates a
dog leg into the field on the right, in this fieldllow the hedge on the left until a gate
with a track at the far end of the field. The tragdes through woods, leading to a 5 bar
and kissing gate together, turn left follow tragkhill across two fields to another track
at a T junction. Turn right and follow tract to monent and main road. At main road
turn left towards Hawkbury Upton.

Outskirts of Hawksbury Upton turn right by agla triangular 3 road junction, Known as
the locally as the “pond”, go to the opposite corakthe triangle, and follow gravel
track (Bath Lane) near speed restriction sign. Tdne skirts Hawksbury Upton and ends
at a 5 bar gate at the other end. At the end Iga@drack do a dog leg to the right,
keeping hedge on the left follow the road (the rizaoh the other side of the hedge).

MAP 3. walk up the rise, and through a style into thetriekd and continue following
the hedge until the next style. In the next figldre is a disused farm building, the path
goes to the right hand side of the building, argbdietween a gap in the hedge, the path
leads on to a kissing gate by wood=llow the path through the woods at a
crossroads in the path go straight over in a few yds to kissing gates which exit the
woods, after a few hundred yards on the path across the éid (above a house in
valley below and to the right), go through anotherkissing gate in a dip on the left
hand side.A zig zag path up through a wood leads to anajaéz. The path goes along
the ridge past a bench seat, and into Horton Cémop Age Fort) go through the kissing
gate at the far end of the fort, and turn righttghs round tower. Continue downhill
through a gate turning immediately left past theost to Horton cross roads.



15. MAP 4. From the crossroads, head downhill a few yardigviothe Cotswold way sign
post along a short gravel track, over 2 styles figtol. Cross this field between electric
fences, over style at the end, ground becomesstegp stay on the same bearing to a
gap between hedges at the bottom of the dip artHaupther side passing a reservoir on
the left to a gate. The path continues in roughly $ame direction (a little to the right
near the hedge row) to another style and on futihex gate in the corner of the field
with path beside a house leading to the road ighaspublic footpath).

16. At the road turn right then left past the chu®t Adeline, close to where William
Tyndale translated the bible into English. Continpeto the brow of the hill, as it levels,
there is a metal five bar gate with wooden kisgiatge on left hand side, cross this field
up to another gate, straight ahead and up a wiHetkgravel path, near the top there is
a very sharp turn to the right, the path becomss tefined but starts heading towards
the left, to a kissing gate which is the entrarc®kd Sodbury Hillfort. After gate almost
immediately turn right, go through the gap in theumds on the right follow the path
straight across the fort and on to a kissing gatevbods. The path leads downhill to
another kissing gate on the left, through gateidln$. Keeping your height follow the
hedge on your left, in the next field go to the k&ff the farm, through kissing gate keep
walking in the same direction to another gate \aittenclosed path and gate down to Old
Sodbury Church. (you now leave the Cotswold waycWigioes through the church).

17. Continue down Cotswold Lane to cross roads) tight past petrol station and post
office (stay on the right hand side of the road)ake the lane to the right (there is a
signpost opposite saying Little Sodbury 2). Follthe lane passing 2 x 90 degree bends
until a T junction just under 1 mile 1.4Km. At Tniction turn left sign posted Chipping
Sodbury.

18. The lane passes Harwoodgate farm along thewhdsh has a gate onto the common.
Stay on this lane for nearly a mile (1.42Km) ovesnaall bridge, the lane joins a larger
road at Y junction. Over cattle grid to T junctiooross the road, turn right onto
pavement. Approx 200 yards take path on left ogposign for golf club. Join road,
follow this road over bridge and into Chipping SodbHigh Street, by the Butter Cross.

19. At Butter Cross Turn right walk up the Highegdr, taking the next main road to the right
signposted Wickwar, Wotton-u-Edge B4060. Cross dkerroad, just past the church,
take the footpath on the left just before briddefol Public toilets in car park). The
path runs beside the river Frome, at the end op#tle turn sharp left then onto the road
turn right. The road bends to the right and goe= @vbridge, past park entrance, take
lane on left which leads to a quarry entrance (@ right) and straight ahead to the
entrance to Ridge Woods.

20. MAP 5. Ridge Woods. (By the gates is a magefwoods, it is worth having a look, we
will go from the bottom to the top keeping to tle& bof the map following the path in red
dots, you may want to use the guide book page Ffllow the path through the woods
keeping the houses on the left, ignore the firgt @xd keep going after 300m from the

entrance the path splits stay on the right hant. pette path starts to rise soon after, a
few yards further take the path leading off to lifée at right angles to the path that you

are on (this turning is about a 1/3 of the way tigto the woods). There is a short stretch
of chain link fence on the left hand side of théhpahe path continues for a reasonable
distance until a junction with a litter bin for dpgo, take the path to the left.

MAP 6. A short distance later you go throughaach with a gate and information signs.
Turn right passing the Wiltshire Avenue sign, stay this road until it ends at a T
junction opposite the Brimsham arms.

At the T junction turn right and 100m straighter roundabout. Another roundabout
100m further with two exits, take the exit to thght at 2 o’clock. Continue straight
ahead until almost the end of the road. Just befweeend of the road turn right into
Coppers Drive then immediately left (dog leg), gaight through the car park to the
park on a gravel path. Twenty feet T junction tdke path to the left this will go
clockwise around the lake (guide book page 152)lo® the path to the left keeping the
lake on your right. On the far side of the lalee# line the path. The path goes through
an avenue of trees/bushes, then runs beside somsediat the house with gate posts
and paving slabs which back onto path follow the ph to the left around the side of
the house.

The path leaves the lake. Follow the tarmah paside the red brick garden wall, until
the tarmac ends. Continue walking in the same tiine@s if the tarmac continued, until

a gap in the houses (30 feet). (There are 2 roaeersagns on the housing estate which
can be seen from the gap Leechpool Way and Dryle@gede book Page 155).

This is the most difficult to describe. Tdke path to the right as if the road did not stop
at the gap between the houses. After a short disttre path bends around to the left,
then straightens for a short distance (100m) and$éo the right into field path footpath
sign Note: Along the way Ignore the field without a footpath gn at its entrance as
this is the wrong field. At the field entrance witha footpath sign enter the field and
turn right beside the hedge.Follow hedge around field anticlockwise to the agipe
side, (or the public footpath actually goes ditecthe corner at opposite side of the field
on a two o’clock bearing. Often crops and ploughimake this route difficult)

MAP 7. In the corner of the field is the start of a witlack, follow this track, which
joins onto a larger track and ends at Tan House LAnthis junction turn left. Continue
along Tan House Lane passing straight over thetipmwith Limekiln Road, The road
crosses over the railway bridge and once agaitiarais advised on this bridge.

At the next cross roads, turn right into Olde@a@ne which is not marked or signposted,
it is a stone track with metal post to stop traffear the start (100m). At the end of the
lane turn left up the hill on the road towards Ramgrthy. The second road on the
right is a small estate called The Groveturn into this estate and walk straight
ahead the road changes to a tarmac footpath betweduses with a style at the end.



27. Crossing over this style head for the far rightner of the field and then into the next
field (some of the hedges in the fields are incatglhowever the hedge outline can still
be seen). In the next field head to the far lefner where there is a style next to what
used to be a gate, cross this style. In the neld furn right and walk beside the hedge
keeping it on your right side, a style and smatitforidge lies ahead which leads into the

recreation ground where you started, the changioghs and Rose and Crown are now
on the left at the far end of the grounds.
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
